 The warranty shall remain valid for Thirty Six (36) months from the date of 
installation of the equipment.  The warrantee Certificate should be handed 
over to CDFD after the installation is completed. 

 

 The Purchaser shall give notice to the Supplier stating the nature of any such 
defects together with all available evidence thereof, promptly following the 
discovery thereof.
